Romans Chapter 13
Be subject to civil authorities.  They are minister of God. Ordained by Him.  Government and Church authorities.  Same with parents over their children.  Civil authorities are supposed to punish evil.  Civil authorities have the power of the sword.   We should be good.  Paul is speaking of legitimate government, not evil ones.
Civil magistrates have to be supported by taxes.  Do what is good in the society.   
Love fulfills all the Law.  Jesus says the Law and the prophets  hang on love.  Love does no harm.  There is no law against love.  
V 11-13:  Paul feels time of deliverance is close.  Closer than when we first believed.  Applies to us also.  We need to be light to others, live exemplary lives .  No time to sleep.  Time is running short.  So we should make no provision for the flesh.  We should “put on Christ.”   We don’t live for ourselves.
